Purpose:  To learn about the experiences of Veterans and reflect on the reason for Veterans Day.

Part 3:
Respond and reflect on what you learned.  All of the below can be done either free-hand or on the computer.

1. Answer at least five of your questions you wrote per speaker for a total of 20 questions answered.  PLEASE PAY ATTENTION TO THE SPEAKER’S PRESENTATION!!!!  They will answer a majority of your questions as they present their information.  You will be given time at the end of each period to ask specific questions.  You are free to take notes while they are presenting but you cannot use your laptop.  Come prepared with your questions, pen and paper.  You must make a final copy of your questions and answers for turn in.  Please follow the following format:
Veteran Name: ex Brett M. Goldstein
Your full question: ex “What war did you fight in?”

Your full answer: ex “Mr. Goldstein fought in the Gulf War and Operation Iraqi Freedom.
Your full question: ex “What branch of the service were you in?”

Your full answer: ex “Mr. Goldstein is in the Army and his job was Military Police.”

2. Write at least a 3 paragraph response to the following question: 
Should we have a holiday honoring Veterans?  Give specific examples to prove or illustrate your points.  Use the information gathered from your class notes, discussions, and from the speakers to prove your position.
